A Fulfilling Vocation

In the midst of our busy lives, worn out by the endless repetition of meaningless tasks, it is difficult to
appreciate Kahlil Gibran's poetic image of work as a soul-making sphere. In a technologica environment
work and soul seem worlds apart. The outer rewards of career - prestige, status, vacations, sdary
packages, job security - conced the urge to express soul through our vocation. When we are no longer
anchored by vaues and images that remind us of a meaningful life, emptiness permeates the working
amosphere, contributing to an epidemic of dissatisfaction, depression and insecurity in the workplace. This
report isamed at heping you reflect on your vocation or caling. It is not meant as a quick fix, but rather as
an ad to sef-understanding and awareness which inturn helps your vocationa choices.

Vocation is from the Latin vocare, to cdl, and in early English this referred to a spiritud caling. In modern
terminology we can conceive of vocation as the cdling to one's authentic role in the world. As an aspect of
the individuation process, our vocationd path is not predetermined but forged through the interrdationship
of our inner sdf with the outer world over time. Carl Jung suggested it was vocation, which induced an
individud to follow his own soul and become conscious. He suggested vocation was 'an irrationd factor
that destines a man to emancipate himsdf from the herd and from its well-worn paths. True persondity is
dways a vocation'. To follow the voice which summons one on ther authentic path demands that the
individua be spirited enough to forge their own way in the world. As Jung reminds us, 'Crestive life dways
stands outside convention’. Vocation demands we risk being unique.

When you were a child what was your answer when adults inevitably asked ‘what do you want to be when
you grow up? As children we are uninhibited in our career choices, not yet influenced by cultura standards
and vaues that judge professons. Sill unaware of what work entals, the answer springs from our
imagination. How we shape these soulful images of who we may be inthe world is our vocation and a large
part of the individuation process. These impressons are aready inherent in us and often accessible to us
through the imaginaion, and certainly through images in the horoscope. However one of the man obstacles
in our vocationd search is literdity. Migtaking an interna image for a concrete career perpetuates the myth
that vocation is something exiging outside of us, dready established in the world for us to find, not
something that unfolds over the course of our lives. The illuson that the right career path, a creative job or
our own business will dissolve our job dissatisfaction hinders the discovery that vocation is already present
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inus.

A complexity of externd factors influences our career choices familid awareness, educationd
opportunities, finandd resources, parental support, and encouragement. Role models who we admire as
children, experiences that capture our imaginaion and the breadth of exposure to the world around us
impress us. Another mgjor influence on career choice is parentd expectations. Whether it is overt or not,
we are subjectively influenced by the unconscious expectations of the parents, the ancestors, and the
culture. This pressure contributes to moulding our careers whether we yidd or rebd to it. Yet indinctivdly
we are drawn to certain courses, bdiefs, and theories, experiences that are dl part of the process of
helping our careers unfold. Ultimately the vocation is like a large tapestry woven with the threads of dl of
our life experience and choices, not a well-trodden career path with guaranteed superannuation.

Unfortunately, vocations do not come with job descriptions, opportunities for promotion or a guaranteed
income. No doubt work and career are an aspect of vocation, but we often confuse the longing for
sdf-fulfillment with a literd job. Vocation, like individuation, isa job, it isatask; it isthe 'opus of one's life.
Therefore the task of vocation continuoudy unfolds throughout our lifetime and its success depends on our
ability to courageoudy follow its call. Vocation is an aspect of our fate, a force deep insde that pushes
itsdf to be expressed in the world, therefore is intimatdy bound up with the course of our lives. Yet
because work is how we 'make a living' we often identify work as something we do rather than something
we are. Because some professions can bestow such prestige and status we may be drawn to a professon
because of what it can offer materidly, not creatively. Some careers offer the finandd rewards that provide
awedthy lifedyle; however, at a criticd point in our lives it becomes evident that career bonuses are never
enough if vocationa urges are gill unmet.

A vocationd andyss utilizng astrology is very beneficid in reveding an individud's cdling. The astrological
horoscope does not supply literd details, but it does offer suggestions as to the features necessary to make
the vocationd journey fufilling. Vocation may aso be found in hobbies, volunteer work, and courses of
study, not aways presenting in the form of a career. This report will help you to reflect on the qualities of
your character that create an empowering effect on shaping a meaningful vocation. Using your horoscope
as the persond guide thisreport will offer suggestions to help you consider a fulfilling vocation. As you read
about the vocationd images from your own horoscope you will find that many repeat smilar themes,
reminding you to be dert to these patterns. In other cases you will find that there may be contradictions.

The Lunar Nodes

In the Hindu tradition the Nodal axis is symbolised by a dragon. The North Node is the dragon's head; the
South Node is the dragon's tall. This archetypa image is an aspect of many culturés myths. In western
mythologies it is the hero who comes across the dragon at some point in their journey and mug battle this
mongter to gain the sacred treasure. This encounter is a psychologica story depicting our battle againgt the
forces that keep us from following our own path. Adrologicdly, it is dong the nodd axis where we
encounter this dragon and experience the incentive to confront our own destiny.

In considering this axis we can envisage the North Node or Dragon's Head as the cdling to be heroic, to
develop an identity in the world, or in other words, to fallow our vocation. The North Node points to what
can be devel oped through vauing and cultivating innate faculties. The South Node, known as the Dragon's
Tal, is the contaner of taents, skills and aptitudes gleaned from the past, lying untapped and
undifferentiated. Without recognition or consciousness they reman stagnant, ungble to be directed
advantageoudy. Hence a heroic act needs to didodge and distribute this energy so it can be of service. In
cdreulating this energy the potentidity of the North Node is heightened. Each time this energy is liberated,
destiny is petitioned and vocation is more conscious, therefore the South Node is a vitd key to unlocking
the treasure chest of vocationa taent.

Another way we could think about the North Node isthat it is an invitation to participate and cooperate in
the life journey. The North Node is where effort must be exerted. This is an opportunity to learn what
needs to be devel oped and made conscious. For vocationd purposes we could view the North Node as a
symbol of what demands to be anchored and directed in the world. Unlike the South Node it is not
indinctive and therefore needs to be recognised before it can be applied. In griving to redise the
potentidity of the North Node, satisfaction and meaning will be derived.

The South Node in the opposite Sgn suggests an innate qudity that needs to be disseminated and used
fredy in pursuit of a vocetion. It is providence, a gift of inherited qudities from the past that can be used as
resources for the future. The South Node suggests that well developed residues need to be dispersed and
shared or they may become entrapping. It symbolises what mugt be utilised in the conscious attempt to
fufill one's destiny. The South Node acts as a disssmination point for what becomes conscious at the
North Node. In a way the South Node brings to mind the need to contribute this energy to the familid and
socid redms, the world at large. Since this energy is indinctud it is not necessarily aways conscioudy
directed or purposefully used.
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The Lunar Nodes are important to consider in a vocationd anadyds snce this polarity in the horoscope
represents an axis of destiny. The issues involved in the nodd axis seek conscious expresson and
reconciliation, which are often sought through vocation. The nodd axis is intimady connected to the
individud's path in life and therefore the nature of this polarity is often drawn into the pursuit of a fulfilling
career. The sgn position of the Nodes reved's an essentia aspect of the individua's destiny. The polarity of
sgns embraced by the North and South Nodes describe important qudities necessary to both develop and
disseminate in the vocation.

The house position of the Nodes will illustrate the environmenta factors that help to shape and influence an
individud's destiny. The North Node's house position directs us to be aware of an important arena of our
lives. It is important to conscioudy participate in the area of life described by the house postion of the
North Node. Thisis an area where both the inner and outer worlds collude to lead us into an encounter
with our destiny. It isa part of life that beckons and invites us into its experiences. Since the North Node is
often the place where we momentarily may experience the transcendent and spiritua aspect of the &if, its
house position maps the place where these experiences happen. The North Node does not have a
cumulaive effect; in other words experiences at this place are not sequentia, but more arbitrary, and may
seem to happen out of the ordinary. The random nature of the North Node is more to do with its
subjective nature and entanglement with the spiritua world. Hence the house position of the North Node
may suggest the setting where the encounter with the spiritud sdf occurs. The South Node is in the
opposite house and may describe a familiar place, an area of safety, and a comfort zone which supplies an
anchor. However it is aso a place where we can become fixed caught in the safety zone of our
complacency. Therefore it suggests an area we mugt leave to develop and explore our lifeés pathway.
Another metaphor we could use to define the noda axis is that the North Node is the destination, the
sation where the path is headed, while the South Node is like the departure point, the saion where we
embark. The Nodal axisislike a track with the well-worn grooves of the path near the South Node.

Combining both factors of gn and house establish a more individud profile of the essence needing to be to
recognised and developed to actudise an individud's potentid pathway. Planets aspecting the Nodal axis
will also demand atention especidly if conjunct ether pole of the axis. Planets that square the nodd axis
suggest the need to incorporate this energy into the vocation. Therefore these planetary placements in
reference to the nodal axis will lso be analysed. Following is the description of the lunar nodes in your
natal horoscope to help you reflect on your own voceationa pathway.

The North Node isin Aries

You
are fulfilled when you can negotiate a truce, resolve an awkward Stuation or introduce the right person into
the right Situation.

The North Node is in the 9th House

The North Node isin your 9th house with the South Node being opposite in the 3rd house. This contrasts
the sphere of ideas and information with meaning and imagination. Y ou might be indinctudly able to gather
together statements, pieces of evidence, figures, satistics and information but in your vocation you will be
caled upon to infuse these facts with meaning and ingght. With the North Node in the Sth you are caled to
expand your horizons, remove yoursdf from your familiar surrounds and look farther afidd. There are
broader issues, wider socid parameters and cross-cultura  attitudes that want to be developed
vocationdly. Therefore you might become involved in travel and adventure that exists outside the normd
bl curve, find yoursdf drawn to the study of different rdigions and cultures to understand others
philosophy of life, or you might be challenged to learn human vaues and ideals becoming educated in the
ageless traditions of human aspirations.

Venusis Square The North Node

way of thinking about this aspect was that the planet was on the bending, a moment of trangtion in the
cycle. Therefore in terms of the course of your career Venus needs to be conscioudy integrated and
acknowledged.

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Adgrologicdly the nature of Venus seeks connection, acceptance and vaue and therefore these are
important aspects of what you need in your career.

The Ascendant and Angular Planets

From the moment of your firg bregth, your fate was sealed. The Fates that spun the thread aso measured
its length and then cut the cord to free the spirit. The patterns woven at birth by the Fates were embedded
in the soul and it is these soulful designs that have become the template for your humaen journey. Your
genesis is a map for your life This map is the horoscope, a vibrant multi-layered design of character,
potentidities and persuasions.

This moment of birth has defined your orientation to life through four directions known as the angles of the
horoscope. Like a compass pointing you dong the right path, each one of the four angles plays a mgor
role in defining the direction of your life. Direction and vocation are entwined as dong the angles we find
the course of our lives

Your four angles form two planes of experience. The firg plane of experience is your individud and
personal orientation to the world detalling your persondity, your outlook on life and your naturd indination
towards partnership. This is the angle of the ascendant, the degree of the zodiac risng at the moment of
your birth. This helps describe your mativation to life and therefore what persond traits you can bring to
your voceation. The polar position on this plane is known as the descendant, the degree of the zodiac setting
on the horizon when the Fates cut the cord. Here the astrologer reads the patterns and potentidities of
merging your persondity with a soul mate. In a vocationd andyss thisis also important to read in terms of
co-operation with others.

The second plane of experience is an inherited view of the world, shaped by ancestry and familid lines.
Along this polarity of angles you experience the impact of your family or origin on your direction as wel as
the expectations and influences placed upon you. Embedded in this plane of experience are familid patterns
and fate shaping your direction and vocation. The angle of the IC reveds the atmospheric conditions of
your early familid experiences while the opposite angle suggests your detiny in the world, strongly
influenced by parental and societal expectations.

Following is a description of the Sgns on this axis. Reflect on how these qudities might need to be utilised
and adapted to your vocation.

Whatever Heradlitus meant two and a hadf millennia ago is a mystery. However, this phrase has captured
philosophica atention ever since, as its truth is evident. We do contribute to our fate through forging our
character. It isthat persona mix of our habits, rituds, vaues, bdiefs, ideds and mords that dl inform our
character and contribute to our deeper layers of persondity. Through time these become forged into who
we are; our character becoming our fate. While the world may acknowledge our achievements from work
well done, our greatest success liesin sdf-fulfillment and the satisfaction of a lifewdl lived

Agan the agtrologica horoscope becomes a useful guide to understanding persondity characterigtics that
shape character. Adrologicdly the three aspects of your horoscope, which are the most rdevant in
congdering your own individud character, are the Ascendant, which we have explored in the last section of
this report, and the Sun and Moon. Character is fate and expressed through our life journey. Through
examining your Sun and Moon it becomes clearer what you need to identify with and need on your
vocationd path, and therefore what is necessary to develop and nurture in character. Y our Sun Sgn reveds
the virtues that are part of your potentid character while the Moon Sgn suggest what needs are important
for you to fed safe in the world. Each individud's character is unique and your description of the Sun and
Moon sign will be persondised through other astrologicad factors. However this is an entrée to begin to
consder the virtues and needs of your character.

THE SUN: Virtues of the Essential Self

The Sun is the centra focus of its sysem and therefore represents a multi-dimensond symbol. On one
levd it is the essentid sdf and the twelve signs of the zodiac, which mark its apparent path through the
heavens, represent piritud concepts and virtues. Each 9gn characterises qudities of the human spirit. To
the ancients the path of the Sun in the sky was akin to the hero’ s journey and each Sgn designated a heroic
labour. Adrologicdly we can present a case for each one of the twelve Sgns represents a soul state.
Therefore when we are in touch with the virtues underpinning our Sun Sgn we become closer to its spiritud
essence and fed closer to the true sdf. Psychologicaly this suggests a more soulful and meaningful
experience of who we are.
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On the other levd the Sun is symbalic of our identity, the passport of the sdf. Of course one of the
important considerations of identity besides sex, age and nationdity is profession. The Sun is essentidly
what we might identify as important, what helps us fed vitd and good about ourselves. The Sun suggests
what we may be skilled at.

Fulfillment in the world is more a product of who we are, not what we do. Our vocationd nature implies a
path of individuation, a road 'less traveled by', and in some ways, a road gill under construction. Hopefully
this astrological consideration of your vocationa potentidities has helped you reflect on a fufilling career

path.

Adrologica consderation of a vocatiion aso needs to be placed in the context of the life cycle
Adolescents greetly benefit from a traditiond examination of the vocationd patterns in the horoscope to
help confirm and ingpire their career plans. However in adult years, epecidly when on the verge of mid-life
